Children can

e Demonstrate an understanding and appropriate use of musical
language (including basic musical elements), from both prior and
new learning.

e Demonstrate a basic understanding of how feelings can connect
with / relate to music.

e Demonstrate some basic understanding of musical style

Listen and Respond

e Finding and keeping a steady beat.

e Inventing different actions to move in time with the music.

e Moving, dancing and responding with their bodies in any way they
can.

e Describing their thoughts and feelings when hearing the music.




e Describing what they see in their individual imaginations when
listening to the piece of music.

e Talking about why they like or don’t like the music.

o |dentifying some of the instruments they can hear.

e |dentifying a fast or slow tempo.

e |dentifying loud and quiet sounds as an introduction to
understanding dynamics.

e Beginning to understand where the music fits in the world.

® Beginning to understand the concept of there being different
styles of music.

@ Discussing the style of the music.

® Discussing together what the song or piece of music might be
about.

e Talking about any other music they have heard that is similar.

Developing Performance Awareness and Skills

e Demonstrate an awareness of pulse/beat when listening, moving
to and performing music.

e Demonstrate an understanding and use of basic differences in
pitch (high and low) and note duration (long and short).

e Demonstrate a basic understanding of the importance of posture
and technique when performing.

e Demonstrate an understanding of the basic concepts of
improvisation and composition.

® Introduce the performance (any connection to the Social Theme is
an added bonus).

Singing as part of a performance

e Singing, rapping or rhyming as part of a choir/group.

® Beginning to demonstrate good singing posture — standing up
straight with relaxed shoulders.

® Singing unit songs from memory.




e Listening out for when a piece of musicis ‘in time’ or ‘out of time’.
e Having a go at singing a solo.

e Trying to understand the meaning of the song.

e Understanding and following the leader or conductor.

e Adding actions to a song.

Playing an instrument as part of the performance

® Playing a part on a tuned or untuned instrument by ear.

e Rehearsing and performing their part within the context of the
unit song.

® Learning to treat instruments carefully and with respect.

® Playing together with everybody while keeping in time with a
steady beat.

e Performing short, repeating rhythm patterns (ostinati or riffs)
while keeping in time with a steady beat.

Improvising as part of the performance

® Beginning to create personal musical ideas using the given notes
for this unit.

e Following a steady beat and staying ‘in time’.

e Understanding that improvisation is about making up your own
very simple tunes on the spot.

Composing as part of the performance

e Performing their simple composition/s using two, three, four or
five notes.

e Starting their tune/s on note one and ending it on note one.

® Beginning to understand that composing is like writing a story
with music.




Presenting a performance

e Rehearsing a song and then performing it to an audience,
explaining why the song was chosen.

e Adding actions to the song.

® Showing their understanding of the Musical Spotlight and Social
Theme, and how they have influenced their performance.

e Performing the song from memory.

e Following the leader or conductor.

e Talking about the performance afterwards; saying what they
enjoyed and what they think could have been better.
